Dear Brothers and Sisters, Friends, and Visitors,

As we gather to celebrate the birth of our Savior, we are reminded of the joy and hope that 
fills our hearts this Christmas season. The birth of Christ is a beacon of light in a world that 
often feels dark and troubled. In the midst of challenges—whether they be hunger, home-
lessness, violence, or conflict—our King comes to us, not in power and glory, but in the 
simplicity of a manger. His vulnerability is the very essence of His love for us, showing us 
that true strength lies in compassion, humility, and self-giving.
This Christmas, as we reflect on the nativity story, we are invited to enter into the spirit of 
the season with hearts full of joy and gratitude. Just as Mary rejoiced in the gift of her son, 
and Joseph protected and cared for his family, we too are called to embrace each other 
with kindness and generosity.
