Second Reading 

Lector        A reading from the Paul’s Letter to the Galatians         5:1, 13-25 

For freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke 
of slavery. 

For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters; only do not use your freedom as an 
opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love become slaves to one another. For the 
whole law is summed up in a single commandment, "You shall love your neighbor as 
yourself." If, however, you bite and devour one another, take care that you are not consumed 
by one another. 

Live by the Spirit, I say, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh. For what the flesh desires is 
opposed to the Spirit, and what the Spirit desires is opposed to the flesh; for these are opposed 
to each other, to prevent you from doing what you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, you 
are not subject to the law. Now the works of the flesh are obvious: fornication, impurity, 
licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousy, anger, quarrels, dissensions, factions, 
envy, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these. I am warning you, as I warned you 
before: those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. 

By contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, 
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against such things. And those who 
belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the 
Spirit, let us also be guided by the Spirit.

Council on Aging has volunteer opportunities available. Contact COA directly or register on 
their website. 
Meals on Wheels delivery (Ongoing) – Hastings on Tuesdays and King St./214 on Tuesdays. 
The meals are to be picked up at our Marine Street location in Downtown St. Augustine 
between 9am and 10:30am. . 
Care Connection (Clerical) – We have an office assistant opportunity available on Wednesdays 
at 180 Marine Street in St. Augustine from 9am to 12pm. Our volunteer must be comfortable 
answering phones as well as interacting with clients in person. Familiarity with Microsoft 
Excel/Google sheets is helpful and some duties may include heavy lifting. 
Sunshine Center (Marine Street) – Volunteers are needed at our Sunshine Center in 
Downtown St. Augustine. Duties include assisting staff with activities, serving lunches, cleaning 
up, and assisting a legally blind person with feeding and some activity interactions. This 
opportunity is available on Wednesdays 11am-3pm.  
Ponte Vedra Memory Center – Tuesday mornings (starting in June 2025) and someone that 
wants to fill in when needed. This individual will help to serve snacks and pick-up lunches at 
Vicars Landing and help with clean up.  
Sign Language Interpreter – We are looking for a Volunteer to help our Deaf Participants at 
the River House and occasionally at the Coastal Community Center.  Help is needed mostly in 
the mornings but could be afternoons as well.  We believe that this serve will likely be 2-3 times 
per month for 1-2 hours.  
Ramp Building Crew – We are looking for those with carpentry experience and anyone who 
would just like to assist building wheelchair ramps.
