We also take time to
celebrate and recognize our graduating seniors, giving

thanks for the ways they have grown in faith and the
impact they have made in this community.

Each week offers opportunities to gather, connect, and grow. Sunday Youth Forum brings
students together in the Youth House for donuts, conversation, and reflection on the
readings. Wednesday nights are filled with fellowship, games, and Bible study through Low
Tide (middle school) and High Tide (high school).

Service is at the heart of this ministry—from preparing

458 Walls, and through Hometown Mission Week and global
outreach with Amistad in Bolivia. With retreats, lock-ins,
and beach days along the way, Christ Church Youth is a
place where faith is formed, friendships are built, and lives
are transformed.
